The Passaic County Board of County Commissioners will hold a 9/11 Remembrance Ceremony on 
Tuesday, September 5, 2023 at 5:30 pm at the Passaic County Community College Public Safety 
Academy, 9/11 Memorial Site, 300 Oldham Rd, Wayne, NJ (across the street from Preakness, at the end 
of Kattak Parkway).  
 
With this letter, I am updating the number of residents who have tested positive since the start of the 
current COVID outbreak on August 15, 2023. On September 2, 2023 during the second cycle to test 
residents on 3-400, one resident tested positive. On September 4, 2023, during the third cycle to test 
residents on 3-400, one resident tested positive. Residents who live on unit 3-400 will be retested on 
September 6, 2023.

o Nine residents have completed transmissions-based precautions and returned to their
